The Damsels of Design: The Women 

Who Changed Automotive History  
April 11, 2016

For all of the horror that emerged from the Second World War, there were some bright 
spots: With the men out fighting, women were brought into the workplace.

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In the  mid 1950s, one visionary executive believed women could have a lasting impact 
on the automobile industry. Harley J. Earl, then the vice president of design at General 
Motors, introduced ñThe Damsels of Design,ò a group of industrial designers. 

ñ[Earl] really recognized before his contemporaries that women in post-war era really 
had a lot more buying power, and they were making a lot more decisions about the 
home, and kind of the car as an extension of the homeò says Rebecca Veit, the 
Designing Women columnist at the magazine Core77. 

Veit says that Earl believed that this 10 member design team could give GM ñthe 
feminine touchò ð a softer aesthetic sensibility that American car consumers could 
appreciate. 

ñGMôs PR department really saw a great opportunity to promote the women they were 
bringing in, and dubbed them óThe Damsels of Design,ôò says Veit. ñFrom everything 
Iôve read, they really kind of hated the name and being called óThe Damselsô ð they 
really felt that it didnôt give them a fair shake as designers.ò 

Four of ñThe Damselsò worked as industrial designers for GM-owned Frigidaire, where 
they helped create the Kitchen of Tomorrow, while the remaining six were tapped 
specifically for the General Motors Interior-Design Department. Taken together, theyôre 
now considered the first prominent all -female design team in American history. 

 

Peggy Sauer redesigned an Oldsmobile Fiesta Carousel station wagon for the 1958 exhibition. 

 ñThey were really designing [car] interiors from the ground up,ò says Veit. ñThe PR 
department at GM kind of promoted them as decorators, saying, óOh, you know, theyôre

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throwing around fabrics and choosing colors,ô but really they were doing the exact same 
work that the men there were doing.ò 

Some of ñThe Damselsò also worked on designed displays and exhibits for the GM 
Styling Department, which is now known as GM Design. 

ñOne thing that GM specifically did was to promote them with what they called the 
óFeminine Autoshow,ôò says Veit. ñThis was really a time for them to show their taste 
and design prowess. They designed two to three automobiles each, and really put in 
some interesting innovations.ò 

With the Corvette, ñThe Damselsò introduced the first retractable seat belt, and they 
also developed other innovations, like glove compartments and light up mirrors ð 
features that would remain in GM cars for decades to come. 

ñThey had fun storage consuls for picnics and for umbrellas, and they also put in some 
new safety features,ò says Veit. ñThey had some of the first safety latches that could be 
controlled on the dashboard for children in the back seat.ò 

The Carousel's child-friendly 

back seat included storage for 

toys, a magnetic game board 

and child-proof latches that 

could be controlled from the 

dashboard. 

Veit says that ñThe Damselsò 
were thinking more ñholisticallyò 
about automobiles and the 
different ways that a car would 
actually be used in the real 
world. But ñThe Damselsò 
werenôt the only women in the 
design field at the time.  

ñThere were a lot of women in 
America, as well as Europe, who 

were designing and kind of flying under the radar either because they werenôt taken 
seriously, or because they were working with their husbands and they were kind of in 
their shadow at the time,ò Veit says. 

But the story of ñThe Damselsò didnôt end happily. 

ñIt was kind of a brief blip, unfortunately,ò Veit says. ñThey brought them in around 
1955, and in 1958, Harley Earl retired. The man who came after him kind of famously 
said, óNo women are going to stand next to my male senior designers.ô So by the early 
ó60s, they were gone.ò

 ñShe kind of tenaciously worked her way up through the ranks at GM for the next 23 
years,ò says Veit. ñBut I read an interview with her, and the interviewer asked her, óHow 
many women in the early ó70s were working at GM?ô She said, óThereôs about one in 
every design studio, so six total,ô and that was the exact same number that were 
working on automobile design when she started in 1955. Unfortunately, there wasnôt 
huge progress. I think if Harley Earl had not retired in 1958, it might be a different 
story.ò 

Vanderbilt never did stop pushing the boundaries forward, even if her company wasnôt 
responsive. In the 1960s she developed a patent for an inflatable seatback, which 
allowed for a new approach in automotive back and lumbar support. GM considered her 
invention, but didnôt actually bring the model into production until decades later. 

ñI think the women who were referred to as óThe Damsels of Designô by GM, they really 
thought of themselves as designers for men and women,ò says Veit. ñThey didnôt see 
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themselves as designers just for women. I think that kind of design thinking was very 
forward at the time, and car ries over to today ð people are designing for people. 
Female designers today donôt want to be thought of as designing for women. They 
want to be thought of as designing for everybody.ò

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A Weekend at Chuckwalla Raceway

When the catastrophe of smoke and flame hit me while on the track at  Auto Club 

Raceway in Fontana, I quickly put the idea of tracking my Corvette  again right out of 

my mind.  But as memories of the July ô17 engine failure and the expense and trauma 

of that event fade, the idea of participating in a high speed driving event  (HSPD) began 

creeping back into my consciousness.  I finally gave in and signed up PCCôs the track 

event at Chuckwalla Raceway for the weekend of March 16th and 17th, but with a 

different attitude I learned from a fellow PCC member and accomplished track driver, 

Mark Smith.  ñI donôt go out there to race;  I go on the track to drive my Corvette in the 

manner that it was designed to be driven, and to drive as fast as I feel like which is 

much faster than I can legally do on the freeway. ò  Not feeling like I have to compete 

with the other drivers with whom I share the track, and that itôs OK to let them pass, 

takes off a lot of pressure and is a lot more fun for me.  

So midday on Friday, five PCC members 

(Bob Rose, Ted Jung, Gary Lane, Bob 

Kluss and I met at Starbucks at Green 

River Drive and the 91 freeway and 

embarked on the 175 mile drive out to the 

track near Desert Center, California.  We 

each checked into our rented cabins at the 

track, unloaded our cars, and unpacked.  

The accommodations were clean and 

comfortable.  Before long, after staking 

our PCCôs territory on the paddock, steaks 

were on the barbecue, and the campfire lit.   

Saturday morning the day began early with 

checking tire pressures, torqueing lug nuts, 

affixing transponders, placing numbers on 

the car, covering headlights with painters 

tape to protect from stone chips and 

attending the mandatory driversô meeting 

where drivers learn or are refreshed on 

meanings of the flags, passing restrictions, 

and rules of the course. At this point it seems 

appropriate to mention t here are only good 
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things to say about how Speed Ventures, a 

PCC sponsor, stages their HSDEs.  Well 

organized, on schedule, friendly, and an 

EMPHASIS ON SAFETY.  In two days of 

racing by several hundred participants there 

was not a single accident or injury save 

maybe for a case or two of injured pride in 

oneôs own performance or disappointment 

with problems with oneôs car.   

  

Part of Speed Ventures method to keep 

things safe is to separate the participants 

into five or six groups, each group having 

similar driving skills and HPDE experience, 

from beginner to expert.  C ourse workers 

observe how drivers are doing, and if a 

particular driver does not fit in the group 

assigned, that driver is moved to a more 

appropriate group.  Drivers who donôt 

follow the rules are warned or banned 

from participation.  I signed up for the  

intermediate group, and after two or three laps, I felt comfortable in that group and 

with the other drivers in that group.   During the course of Saturday, I was able to run in 

four sessions and probably able to get about 33 laps in, which at Chuckwallaôs 2.69 

course length, adds up to almost 90 miles 

of high speed driving.  As if that wasnôt 

enough, for a two sessions I also rode 

along as Bob Roseôs passenger in his 

Hoosier-shod Z06 for a couple reasons.  

First, Bob not only is a very accomplished 

driver from whom I could learn 

something, and two, believing that you 

canôt have too much fun, riding with Bob 

is definitely an E-ticket ride.
